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The Living Body
A.
1. microscopic cells – cells are the building blocks of our bodies and microscopic cells are some small they can only be seen under a microscope
     The skin’s surface is made up of microscopic cells.
2. keratin – the tough material that our skin is made from 
      Just under the surface of your skin, there are living cells that fill with keratin and move up to the skin’s surface, where they die.
3. dermis – the thick layer below the epidermis
     The dermis is thicker than the epidermis, and is the layer of our skin that we can’t see.
4. epidermis – the top layer of your skin
      The epidermis is the layer of our skin that we can see – each time we wash and dry ourselves, thousands of dead skin cells are brushed off.
5. fibres – tiny threads
     Our dermis is made up of fibres and also contains blood vessels, sweat glands and touch sensors.
